This spring will mark the Second Season of the newly founded Dana Point Symphony (DPSO). 

Following the overwhelming success of its inaugural season, the DPSO, led by superstar conductor Dean Anderson, will dazzle again with Destiny 2013. 

Highlights of the 2013 season include: 

-Opening night with the Tchaikovsky Violin Concerto performed by American violin virtuoso Elizabeth Pitcairn on the Red Mendelssohn Stradivarius of 1720. 

-A new collaboration with the Festival of Whales will bring an Opera and the Ocean concert featuring a new commission from young composer Athena Adamopoulos and a new video art commission from director of the Los Angeles Center for Digital Art, Rex Bruce. The program will also see the return of soprano Victoria Robertson and violinist Mira Khomik, as well as new tenor Joshua Guerrero and baritone Gregorio Gonzalez in opera aria favorites. 

-April will bring Beethoven’s 9th Symphony to Dana Point in collaboration with conductor John Elg and his choir from Mission Viejo. 

-As an exciting end to the season, the audience will participate in the “choose your finale” event, offering the audience a chance to vote on what they would like to hear in the final concert. Audience members for the first three performances will be asked to cast their vote on one of three masterworks they want to hear the DPSO perform. 

In addition to presenting high caliber music, the Dana Point Symphony features a visual artist exhibition at the meet-the-artist receptions. The 2013 roster of artists include Rick Delanty, Sally Strand and Ingrid Wolters. The March 8th event will also see a presentation of surfboard art with Paul Carter, Michael Brindley and Heather Ritts.
  
The mission of the Dana Point Symphony is to provide world-class classical music to Dana Point and surrounding communities and make it accessible to everyone. The Dana Point Symphony was created through the vision of its artistic and executive director Berenika Schmitz, principal conductor and music director Dean Anderson and The City of Dana Point.
