The residents of Dana Point currently
enjoy a variety of recycling and waste diversion programs through the City and our waste hauler, CR&R,
Inc. The City’s goal is to continually present new programs and services to Dana Point’s residents aimed
at providing access to additional sustainable programs with a time-saving advantage.

On December 3, 2013, the City Council approved a FREE On-Call Residential Household Hazardous
Waste (HHW) Pick Up Service with the intention of making it easier for City residents to dispose
of HHW safely. Improper disposal of HHW can pollute the environment and pose a threat to human
health. The Residential On-Call HHW Pick Up Service program will allow residents to conveniently
call CR&R;- Inc_for safe,-efficient door-side pick-up and disposal of this special waste stream...
all free of charge.

How does it work? Easy as 1-2-3!
1. Call CR&R Customer Service at 877-728-0446 to schedule convenient HHW pick up.
(To keep things easier, pick ups will be made on the same day as your usual trash service)
2. ldentify to CR&R the quantity of HHW items that are in need of disposal
(see some common types noted below)
3. On your pick up day, place the HHW for collection at the area determined when scheduling
service. A receipt will be left upon pick up.
