DOHENY VILLAGE PLAN UPDATE
RECOMMENDED ACTION:

That the City Council receive and file this report.
BACKGROUND:

In keeping with the City Council’s direction, the subject agenda item is the monthly report outlining efforts in the past 30 days to advance the completion of the Illustrative Plan.
DISCUSSION:

Land Use Plan/Development Standards
Opticos Design is completing the Administrative Draft Code and Regulating Plan which is due March 11.  The recently formed Code Review Committee is scheduled to meet on May 10, 12 and 17, during which time Opticos will review the proposed zoning designations and regulations in an effort to educate the Committee about the differences in a Form Based Code (the “FBC”) compared to conventional zoning, as well as solicit input from the architects and developers as to the technical provisions of the FBC.  Staff is currently soliciting applications from both at-large city residents as well as Doheny Village business owners to serve on the Committee.  The solicitation and associated application link is posted on the City’s website.  In addition, display ads will be placed in the local newspaper, as well as a direct mailing to business owners in Doheny Village.  Applications are due March 31, and will be provided to the Council and Planning Commission members serving on the Committee to determine which individuals will be selected.
Following the Committee meetings in May, Opticos will then prepare the final draft Code and Regulating Plan in early June.

Environmental Impact Report

The Notice of Preparation for the Program Environmental Impact Report (the “PEIR”) has been released, and comments are due by April 8, 2016.  A public scoping meeting will be held on March 16, 2016 at 6:00 p.m. at the Community Center to receive public comment on the scope and content of the PEIR.
City staff met with Capistrano Unified School District (the “CUSD”) and its consultant, Project Dimensions, on February 19 to discuss their concerns relating to the zoning designation for their property.  Specifically, CUSD was requesting a “mixed use” zoning designation as well as the removal of the open space from the Illustrative Plan.  As to the “mixed-use” request, the issue has been resolved to the satisfaction of CUSD.  However, the policy question concerning the open space requirement is still outstanding.  Staffs from both the City and CUSD are continuing dialogue on this issue, and will discuss the matter with the Joint Ad Hoc City/CUSD Committee in late March.
Community Outreach

As mentioned above, Staff will continue to meet with CUSD representatives to discuss the future development options for the bus yard property.  Capo Cares has been made aware of the issues surrounding the site in an effort to be transparent during the planning process with key stakeholders.


Staff continues to communicate regularly with business and property owners, Capo Cares, brokers and developers to address concerns, solicit interest in new investors, and review project plans (new or rehabilitation) to insure they meet with intent of the new FBC where possible.
STRATEGIC PLAN:

The proposed actions are consistent with the Strategic Plan Initiative to evaluate land use issues to ensure that the goals of the General Plan reflect the community’s vision and mission and to foster a vibrant business climate.
FISCAL IMPACT:

There is no fiscal impact associated with this action; however, in an effort to keep the City Council apprised of expenditures related to the planning process, summarized below are existing contract encumbrances and other miscellaneous expenses to date:
